» studio-based artists
» resident in North West England (Cumbria, Cheshire, Liverpool City Region,
Greater Manchester, or Lancashire)
» at least two years out of art school/university education (whether BA, MA/MFA,
or PhD) or equivalent.

SELECTION CRITERIA

Applications will be assessed using the following criteria:
1. the quality of the applicant’s creative output and the appropriateness of their qualifications;
2. the extent to which the applicant’s proposal reflects the purpose of the award;
3. the viability of the proposal as a project to be carried out with support from the BSR.

In addition, the selectors will consider the potential for the award to support the applicant’s creative
development and will attempt to ensure that the needs and interests of the successful applicant are
compatible with the facilities available at the BSR and the interests of its community. Applications from
those who have held a residency at the BSR in the previous two years will not normally be considered.

GENERAL CONDITIONS

» Artists normally live at the BSR during their tenure.
